Vale - Balint Bogar  
 

1927 - 2010 
 

Taken from the eulogy delivered  
by Tony Bogar 

 

Balint Bogar was born on September 
7th, 1927 in Hungary.   
 

In 1948, he moved to Germany.  It was at a dance in 
Schomberg (Germany) where Balint first met Mary and they 
were married in September 1949.   
 

Balint and Mary immigrated to Australia in 1950, with baby son 
Balint Junior, and were sent to a camp in Northam where they 
lived in poor conditions at the Army Barracks.  Balint worked on 
the railway line in Kellerberrin.  After about six months, friends 
in Deanmill found Balint a job in the timber mill.  It was March 
1951 and while Balint worked at the timber mill, Mary planted 
and picked tobacco.   
 

In 1952 Mary gave birth to Gyula at the Manjimup Hospital, then 
in 1956 she had Tony, two years later she had her fourth child 
Steven.  Another three years later in 1961 they had their fifth 
and last child, finally a girl, Anna Maria. 
 

In 1963, the Bogar family moved to Boyup Brook because they 
had a chance to buy a house, the one they have now lived in for 
47 years.   
 

Balint worked at the Flaxmill until its close, then went to work at 
the Timber Mill.  When he finished there, they bought a café 
which they ran for two years.  Balint and Mary then were both 
employed as Cleaners at Boyup Brook District High School.  
Mary retired in 1990 and Balint a few years later. 
 

Since Balint retired, they were both able to sit back and enjoy 
life that they had worked hard for.  They discovered bowls and 
loved playing it and wanted to play for as long as possible. 
 

They liked to sit back and enjoy the life they had built for 
themselves.   
 

Unfortunately in 2004 Balint had a severe stroke. 
 

Balint had many loves which included: 
Playing his accordion, fishing, making sausages, smoking his 
own bacon and of course, his Brandy, also being a member of 
the Fire Brigade.   
 

There was also his home made ñSchnappsò (nicknamed óBarley 
Water) that he loved making in his homemade still.  And most of 
all he loved nothing more than spending time with all his family. 
 

Balint was a member of the Boyup Brook Volunteer Fire Brigade 
for over 35 years.  In 2005, a statue was erected in his honour 
at the front of the Fire Station for his dedication and service to 
the Brigade.  
 

Balint accomplished more in life than most, he succeeded in 

winning the ultimate battle, the battle for happiness. 
 

Together Balint and Mary have created four generations of 
Bogars in Australia: five children, twelve grandchildren and two 
great grandchildren. 
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TOWED AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS 
It is timely to remind those who tow farm machinery of the 
requirement that if your combination is over 3.5meters wide or 
25 meters long you must not be on the road between sunset 
and sunrise.  A vehicle towing a combination over 2.5meters 
wide on a road during the daylight hours must have its 
headlights on and dipped.  
 

Depending on the dimensions the requirements can vary vastly 
to include the requirements for Pilot vehicles at both the front 
and rear, warning signs and flags, clearance lights and even a 
Police Permit.  
 

The speed limits on all combinations are restricted to a 
maximum speed limit of 80 l/hr regardless of the posted speed 
being higher.  Where the posted speed limit is less than 80kpm 
a combination cannot travel more than 20kph below the limit. 
(i.e. in a 60kph zone the maximum speed limit is 40kph)   
 

A Guide to the use of Towed Agricultural Implements in WA is 
available from the Police Station or the Shire to provide further 
details. 
 
GOING AWAY? 
If you are packing up and heading north for some warmth or are 
absent from home for a reasonable  time it is worth considering 
getting someone to keep a friendly eye on your property.  Police 
do not check properties however you can register your absence 
in case of the need to contact you should something be amiss.
