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Community Celebrates Hall Centenary  
 

The Agricultural Hall in the town centre of Boyup Brook, currently utilised as 
the Visitor Information Centre, turned 100 on April 27th  2010, and celebrations 
were held on May 1st to mark the occasion. 
 

Many visitors were able to view several display boards placed around the 
building, showing milestones of the history of the building, along with 
anecdotes from past and present residents.  Afternoon tea was prepared by 
the Boyup Brook Hospital Auxiliary. 
 

Master of Ceremonies for the day, Sue White introduced Joy Dickson to 
unveil a plaque for a time capsule which will be placed in the chimney of the 
Hall.  Joy was asked to perform this task in keeping with the tradition set by 
her Grandmother, Mrs. G. F. Dickson, when she was given the honour of 
opening the front door and declaring the new hall open on 27 April, 1910.  A 
large picture of Mrs. Dickson was loaned by the Dickson family for the 
occasion, and this took pride of place along with photos of other family 
members.  
 

The time capsule contains an Electoral Roll, Class and Staff lists, a DVD and music CD of school activities to date in 2010 (BBDHS), 
current newsletters from both schools, current copies of the Gazette, Manjimup-Bridgetown Times, Donnybrook-Bridgetown Mail, 
photographs of all buildings in the town centre, documents and photographs from the centenary celebrations, and a local telephone 
Directory.  The Capsule is to be opened every 10 years for more information to be added. 
 

To cap off a wonderful day of reminiscing and remembering a three course Dinner was held in the Town Hall.  Almost 100 people sat 
down to the meal prepared by Mrs. Angela Hales and her helpers and served by High School students, while members of the Boyup 
Brook Country Music Club assisted with drinks.  The meat, beautifully cooked by Todd Atherton, received many compliments, as did 
the whole meal.  Swans carved from apples were eye-catching table decorations, prepared by Luke Mudge, son of Visitor Centre      

 Manager, Bev Mudge.  
 

In between courses, several speakers told of their times in the 
hall.  Mrs. Doreen Whitton described the early uses of the Hall 
which included balls, a picture theatre, church and for weddings.   
 

Mr. Richard Blechynden spoke about the sealing of the roads in 
the townsite and how dusty it was in the late 1940s.  He went on 
to describe some of his experiences of school which took place 
in the Hall at that time, and mentioned the teachers who had a 
great impression on him.   
 

The final speaker of the night was Councillor Tony Doust, 
representing the Council who had supported the whole dayôs 
celebrations.  Cr. Doust, having been raised in the town, spoke of 
the changing times throughout the district, and some of his 
experiences as a child.  He concluded by thanking all those who 
had come from far and wide to help celebrate the 100th 
anniversary of the hall.

 Sandakan Experience Memorable      by Arabella Peck 
 

On Friday the 16th of April, my Mum (Rebekah Peck) and I departed on a two week trip around Borneo, Malaysia, as part of the 
scholarship that I had won in September of last year.  The aim of the trip was to cover the steps of some 2500 prisoners of war that 
died on the Sandakan Death Marches from Sandakan to Ranau and at the prisoner of war camps at both Sandakan and Ranau.  
 

The tour consisted of relatives of those that had died on the death marches and a few other scholarship winners from both Western 
Australia and different parts of Borneo.  The story of the Sandakan is not too well known in Australia, so part of the aim of the 
scholarship was to educate the students so an atrocity like Sandakan should never happen again, and that the story needs to be told 
and remembered.   
 

The trip took us to various parts of Borneo from Kuching, Sarawak, to Labuan Island of Sabah.  In terms of content of the trip, it was 
a very hectic schedule, but extremely educational and it has definitely opened my eyes to the courage of both the Australian and 
British men that were forced to build the airstrip at Sandakan and then  
walk some distance to Ranau, if they made it that far.   
 

We went to many memorials and dedications along the way, but the 
ANZAC Day service was the most memorable with it being at the very 
site of one of the Prisoner of War camps.  I was fortunate enough to be 
selected to say a reading at this service and felt honored to be able to 
say it in front of the families of those soldiers lost and also in 
remembrance of their sacrifice.  
 

Other things on the itinerary included an 18kms trek along one of the 
rice carrying tracks that the POWôs had used.  This was a very 
challenging trek, with half of it up huge hills.  We also went on city tours, 
visits to both St Anneôs School and the SANZAC School and a visit to 
the water villages of Sabah.  
 

I found it a memorable, inspiring and emotional experience and I will 
definitely be encouraging more students to try for this scholarship.

Councillors Corner - Cr Downing 
 

Because I was going to be in Sandakan on ANZAC Day 
this year, the Council kindly gave me permission to 
represent Boyup Brook at the Dawn Memorial Service.   
This is the service that the Lionôs Scholarship winner attends each 
year. 
 

There are only three ANZAC Day Services outside of Australia that 
are organized by the Australian Government.  They are at Gallipoli 
(of course), Villers-Bretonneux in France and Sandakan in Sabah, 
Malaysia ï formerly British North Borneo.  
 

The Boyup Brook Shire has a Friendship Understanding with the 
Sandakan Municipal Council, that was developed after a number of 
years of participation and exchanges around the Sandakan 
Memorial and Services in Boyup Brook. 
 

The very moving Service is held at the Australian Memorial erected 
on the site of the Prisoner of War camp which was the starting 
point of the ñDeath Marchesò that saw 1,500 prisoners forced to 
attempt a 250 km march through jungle, under circumstances 
where only six survived. 
 

Boyup Brook was able to contribute to the Service which was 
attended by about 350 people.  The organisers decided that only 
four wreathes would be laid during the Service, and this was done 
by representatives of the Malaysian Government (Sabah Deputy 
Chief Minister), the Australian Government (High Commissioner), 
Sandakan Municipal Council (President) and Boyup Brook Shire 
Council.  Our Lionôs Scholarship winner Arabella Peck very capably 
presented one of the Readings during the Service.  
 

The organisers now seem to expect the Boyup Brook student to 
participate because of the high standards shown by our students 
for the last 10 years.  Acknowledgement like this should make us 
all proud of the achievements of our High School. 
 

Also attending were about eight other Student Scholarship winners 
from schools in Western Australia, all selected by programmes and 
criteria developed by the Boyup Brook Lions Club. 
 

We now look forward to the September Memorial Service in Boyup 
Brook and a return visit by some of our friends from Sandakan. 

GENERAL BUSINESS -     DO YOU INTEND TO SELL FOOD? 
Anyone or any organisation that does, should be aware of the following. 
 

New food legislation was introduced last October that requires any person selling food to either notify the Shire or be registered.  The 
purpose of this is to ensure that the Shire is aware of all food enterprises in the district and is well positioned to ensure that new Food 
Safety Standards are applied.   
 

Involvement in the sale of food includes permanent, itinerant and temporary food operations.  Sale of food is very broadly defined and even 
includes:  Supply of meals to employees; Food as a prize or reward; Giving food as samples or to advertise; and Providing food as a 
package with accommodation or entertainment. 
 

All food businesses are now required to either notify or register with this Shire, in relation to their activities.  This includes notification in 
respect to fund-raising events by non-profit organisations.  Permanent food businesses in this district will need to be registered (except 
certain low risk operations) and have been contacted individually by mail.  If you run such a business and have not received a letter, please 
contact the Shire.   
 

Notification or registration is a one-off procedure, unless the business changes hands or closes.  It is an offence to conduct a food business 
without being registered or having provided notification, as appropriate.  Fees are payable in respect to Notification (except in the case of a 
one-off, fund-raising activity), Registration and for on-going annual inspections.  Fee levels were set by Council at its meeting in February.   
 

The important thing at this stage is to contact the Shire Environmental Health Officer (Wayne Jolley) as early as possible if you intend to 
conduct any sort of food sales in the district at any time.  This particularly applies to one-off and fund-raising events, food stalls etc. 
 

In the meantime, if you would like to discuss any of these matters, please feel free to contact Customer Service staff at this office to make 
an appointment with Wayne Jolley at a time when he is in town.

The Boyup Brook District High Schoolôs recent submission to 
become an Independent Public School (IPS) has been fully 
endorsed by the School Council and school community through 
a comprehensive consultation process undertaken by the 
school.

Male 18 years old, Careless Driving $400 fine and 3 month 
licence disqualification, Excess 0.08% alcohol, $619 fine, 4 
month licence disqualification. 

 

CHILD SAFETY RESTRAINTS 
I have recently received a lot of queries about current child 
safety restraints legislation.  The WA Road Traffic Code 2000, 
as it currently stands requires that children less than 12 months 
of age must be restrained in a suitable approved child restraint. 
However, children between 12 months and 16 years of age can 
be restrained in either an approved child restraint or a properly 
fastened seat belt, where one is available. 
 

By law, drivers are responsible for making sure that all 
occupants (including themselves) are appropriately restrained. 
Drivers will be fined and incur demerit points if passengers are 
unrestrained when travelling in a vehicle.   
 

The current penalties for a driver who fails to ensure child under 
12 months is wearing a suitable restraint is $500 and four 
demerit points.  For a driver who fails to ensure a child over 12 
months old wears a seatbelt which is adjusted and securely 
fastened; 1 passenger $500 and four demerit points, 2 
passengers $600 and 3 passengers $700.
