Local teenager, Samantha Mead was 
recently crowned the Australian Under 17 
Girls Overall Waterski Champion 
following five days of competition at 
Bonneyôs Ski Park in Baldivis.  In front of a 
home crowd, Sam won the title by 118 
points. 
 

Sam began to ski with friends and family 
and at ten years of age, competed in her 
first ónationalsô.   
 

Since then, Sam has won numerous 
awards including the 2007 Young Achiever 
of the Year, 2008 U/14 girls State 
Champion, 2008 U/14 girls Slalom 
National Champion, 4th in the 2009 U/18 
girls Junior Moomba Slalom, 5th in the 
2009 U/18 girls Junior Moomba Trick and 
in 2009 was the U/17 girls Runner up 
Overall State Champion.  Sam also 
participated in a five week training program 
at Sunset Lakes in Orlando, Florida which 
she describes as ñan amazing experienceò. 
 

To add Samôs most recent win, she has also been selected as a reserve skier for the junior world titles in Italy later this year.   
 

These outstanding results do not come without a great deal of hard work.  Over the last two years, Samôs training schedule has been 
very hectic with training on the water every day leading up to big competitions and off water training with a personal trainer.  All of this 
happens at the same time as keeping up with the pressures of Year 11 school work.  The Penrhos College student takes her work on 
tour and completes it in between skiing, emailing it back to school. 
 

Parents Denise and Brad are committed to their daughterôs involvement in the sport.  ñDue to Sammy not being able to drive, I have 
to take her to train each day, which is a half hour drive to the ski park at Baldivis, and then wait while she skis, and take her home 
again,ò explains Denise, then adds ñBut it is well worth it when she does well in her tournaments.ò 
 

Denise has personally taken on a new role on the Australian Board for Tournament Water Skiing in Marketing and Media stating, ñWe 
are hoping to raise the profile of water skiing around Australia.ò  
 

Sam is excited for her future in skiing,  ñI would love to pursue a career in coaching for skiing.ò  She would also like to study sports 
management and become a personal trainer. 
 

ñI really do love skiing,ò the teenager says.  ñItôs an amazing sport and it has made me develop so much as a person through the 
people I have met along the way and competing.  I encourage any new people to get into the sport!ò

100th Birthday Celebrations for Hall 
 

On Saturday, May 1st 2010, the building currently housing the Boyup Brook Visitors Centre will celebrate itôs 100th Birthday.   
This building was originally opened on April 27th, 1910, after costing £340 to build, a figure considered very good value in those days!  
It was the third hall built in the district, but the first in the actual town of Boyup Brook. 
 

The building has seen many uses over its 100 years.  It started off being known as the Agricultural Hall and was used for pictures, 
dances, and other social activities.  The Road Board used two back rooms as its meeting place for a number of years, and the 
Methodists held services in the main hall.  It became known as the National Fitness Hall when sports such as boxing, badminton and 
cards were played there.  Other uses were school, infant health centre, and kindergarten. 
 

A programme of celebration will adhere closely to the first opening of the Hall, in that a Social Cricket Match will commence the 
proceedings.  This game will be held down at the Hockey Oval and all are welcome to participate.   
 

Afternoon Tea will be held at the Hall (Visitor Information Centre) commencing at 3:30pm where archival and anecdotal information 
will be on display, and hopefully will be added to by those attending.   
 

A Time Capsule will be placed in the chimney of the Hall, and the plaque will be unveiled by Joy Dickson, a descendent of the lady 
who opened the door for the first time, Mrs. G. F. Dickson. 
 

A dinner in the evening will conclude the celebrations, but this time it will be held in the Town Hall.  There is a small charge for this, 
and bookings can be made at the Visitor Centre.  During the evening several speakers have been approached to make known their 
recollections of their time connected with the Hall. 
 

A number of community organisations, including the 
Shire Council, are involved in this event, and the 
100th Birthday Celebrations Committee would like to 
thank them for their support and involvement.   
 

After all it is not every day that a building in your 
town turns 100, and is still in good repair and use.

That Council endorse the Local Rural Strategy in accordance 
with the instructions of the Western Australian Planning 
Commission. 
 

Subdivision Application (WAPC Ref 141763) Boyup 
Brook Arthur Rd 
That Council advise the Western Australian Planning 
Commission that it objects to the proposed subdivision of Lot 
50 DP62150 Boyup Brook Arthur Road on the grounds that: 
 

(a) the application is contrary to the Boyup Brook Rural 
Strategy which the Planning Commission has resolved 
to endorse for final approval; 

 

(b) There are potential safety concerns with multiple 
vehicular crossovers onto the Boyup Brook Arthur Road 
in this location and no information has been provided to 
demonstrate that safe vehicular access can be provided 
from the proposed lots to the Boyup Brook Arthur Road. 

 

(c) the application is contrary to the provisions for rural 
subdivision contained in  

the Shire of Boyup Brook Town Planning Scheme 
No.2  

WAPC DC 3.4 Subdivision of Rural Land; and

Subdivision Application (WAPC Ref 141711) 
Greenfields Rd 
That Council advises the Western Australian Planning 
Commission that it supports the proposed subdivision of Lot 
12069 Greenfields Road Benjinup and that:- 
 

1 To provide for appropriate fire protection in accordance 
with FESAôs Guidelines for Plantation Fire Protection 
the existing dwelling must be setback 100m from the 
plantation.  This should only be reduced where specific 
fire management measures are incorporated into the 
design of the dwelling in accordance with Australian 
Standard AS3959.   

 

2 Recommendation 15(c) of Councilôs Rural Strategy 
(approved for endorsement by the Commission) 
requires that the proposed homestead lot ñmust be of 
sufficient size and configuration to provide an 
appropriate buffer from any adjacent existing intensive 
land useò which includes for fire management. 

 

3 In order to comply with 1 above it may be necessary to 
amend the boundary of the proposed lot. 

 

4 In accordance with Councilôs Fire Break Notice a 15m 
wide fire break is required on the external boundaries of 
all plantations.  As the proposed Homestead lot will 
create a new external property boundary with the 
plantation a 15m wide fire break is required to be 
provided within the plantation.   

 

5 The 100m hazard separation zone between the 
dwelling and the plantation can include the width of the 
fire break within the plantation.

Winnejup Rd 
1 That Council advises the Western Australian Planning 

Commission that it does not support the proposed 
subdivision of Lots 733, 734 and 219 Winnejup Road
