A relaxed and casual óCampfire Yarns and Balladsô on Wednesday night on the football oval was a taster of things to come; while in 
the Town Hall the inaugural Boyup Brook Art Awards was opened, displaying artworks from artists around the state.  The award 
winners are listed on page 3. 
 

Thursday morning kicked off early, with almost 200 people attending the Tennis Club for a Bush Poetry 
preview and breakfast.  With music coming from all corners of the town, workshops in Poetry and 
Songwriting in progress, free concerts, busking and the rolling in of more 4WDs, caravans and RVôs, 
the excitement was building for another great Festival. 
 

A balmy evening with floodlit gumtrees was the perfect setting for Thursday nightôs concert at the 
Music Park which was attended by a crowd of nearly 1000.   
 

Friday morningôs óHot Country Brekky Showô at Harvey Dicksonôs Country Music Centre was a highly 
sought after ticket, and provided those who attended with a laugh a minute from the very funny, Pixie 
Jenkins, Melanie Hall, Susie Carcary and Dave Proust. 

 

The Friday evening concert saw the best of the Stateôs Country Music entertainers as finalists performed in 
the WA Country Music Awards.  The Boyup Brook Country Music Festival is credited for giving many artists 
their start in their music careers.  Performing at this Festival was Rose Carleo, winner of the inaugural 
young encouragement award in 1986; Terry Bennetts, Male vocal winner in 2001; Ronnie Rae Rivers  
winner 2004; Debbie Beckett, winner in 2005 and the Sunny Cowgirls, first noticed in Boyup Brook at a 
óWinter Star Searchô in 2001. 
 

On Saturday morning the streets of Boyup Brook were bursting with people as they participated in the 
dynamic Lotterywest sponsored Street Carnival with buskers, street theatre and a huge variety of market 
stalls.  The revving of engines, custom horns, sparkling chrome and sub woofers announced the arrival of 
the spectacular 120 strong Ute and Truck Muster as it wove its way through the streets to the Music Park. 

 

The warm day merged into a brisk evening as the music rolled on with performances from Brian Letton, 
Sunny Cowgirls, Country Horizon, Girls with Guitars, Graham Roger, Connie Kis Anderson, Fitzroy 
Express, Tony Wagner and MC Ernie Dingo who also sang for the crowd.  Headline act, Tania Kernaghan 
delighted her audience, especially when she lassoed two cowboys.  Her recent songs and old favourites 
were a hit and her fun personality generated a great vibe throughout the Music Park. 
 

Australiaôs biggest Bush Poets Breakfast featured ten poets who took the audience on an emotional 
rollercoaster ride ï one minute rolling in laughter the next a tear in the eye.  Two pocket-rockets National 
Bush Poets, Melanie Hall and Susie Carcary blasted the audience with poetry, yarns and songs while the 
domestic banter between Dave Proust and his wife had the huge Sunday morning crowd loving it all.

Shortly after the elections I was gratified (perhaps I  
was naïve!) to be contacted by several residents for 
advice or help on a variety of issues.  I enjoyed the opportunity, 
and hopefully those concerned feel that the outcomes were 
positive. 
 

Itôs obvious that Federal and State governments want to deliver 
funding/services regionally, and their ñsolutionò is local 
government amalgamation. Costs and consequences, 
especially for small communities, donôt appear to matter.  The 
issue is not going to disappear, and it has already consumed 
significant amounts of time and effort. 
 

I believe the approach taken by our Council is the one most 
likely to result in the greatest benefit to residents and rate-
payers -  address issues identified as ones which could threaten 
our sustainability; continue to consult with other local 
governments to explore possible benefits of cooperative efforts 
(e.g. resource sharing); and resist any attempts to force us into 
partnerships, especially when we would not have an equal say, 
and donôt have essential information or lead-time to make 
considered decisions.  
 

At its first meeting, Council resolved to have an additional 
monthly planning meeting to be proactive on the matter.  The 
focus of our efforts to date have been on asset management: to 
ensure that we have a comprehensive and accurate inventory of 
assets, and to discuss which are absolutely essential, and what 
steps are necessary to maintain or upgrade them. Itôs only when 
we have a ñbig pictureò of demands and the resources 
necessary to satisfy them, that we can develop realistic plans 
for desirable and affordable development. 
 

Continuing to follow such a process will put us in the best 
position to reflect and respond to community wishes, and to 
demonstrate our sustainability. 
 

I have a great deal to learn, but am enjoying the process and 
appreciate the vast experience of other councilors and their 
willingness to share it. Differences of opinion are welcomed 
(why have a group if everyone thinks the same ?) and 
discussions  focus on issues and not personalities é I 
sustained only flesh wounds on my first foray into debate on a 
motion, and am looking forward to future ones !.

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The First Agricultural Hall 
 

The old Boyup Brook Agricultural Hall was built for ȥ340 by Mr 
Scotty Gray, a builder who lived in the Upper Blackwood District.    
The Committee considered this to be excellent value and that the 
Hall compared very favourably with any other Agricultural Hall in 
the South West.     
 

Mr C H Layman, MLA, was largely responsible for the grant of a 
Government subsidy of ȥ2 for every ȥ1 raised locally. 
 

Promptly at the appointed time (time not recorded) Mrs G F 
Dickson (wife of the chairman of the Committee, Mr G F Dickson) 
opened the front door and declared the new Hall ready for use on 
April 27th, 1910.   
 

To mark the occasion, a cricket match between Boyup Brook and 
Dinninup teams was arranged and played on the afternoon, while 
in the evening an excellent banquet was set out by the wives of 
the settlers of the district.  It was estimated that two hundred 
guests participated.   
 

The speakers for the evening festivities were Mr G F Dickson, Mr 
C H Layman and Mr E McLarty, when special tributes were made 
to Messrs. G F Dickson, W Treloar and E Blechynden, who 
formed the Building Committee.
