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Care Program to Cease 
 

From December, the Boyup Brook Community Resource Centre 
will be transitioning out of coordinating aged care support and 
the Staying in Place program. 
 

The CRCôs Management Committee has spent many hours 
deliberating this difficult decision. Unfortunately, due to the 
recent changes in the Aged Care system, limited personnel and 
financial resourcing, the program is unable to continue at this 
point in time. 
 

In mid-2023, the CRC commenced the Staying in Place 
program in Boyup Brook, signing an agreement with InCasa 
Country, to offer an alternative aged care provider to elderly 
community members with Home Care packages, and utilising a 
local workforce through the online employment platform, Mable. 
In that time, ten clients have used the service and have 
engaged twenty local support workers. 
 

All current clients will maintain their existing support workers 
and will transition to a new coordination organisation, with the 
CRC committed to providing services during this period to 
ensure continuity of care and support. 
 

The CRC will continue to support seniors in Boyup Brook in 
various ways, including assisting them to navigate My Aged 
Care and the new Support at Home system, as well as offering 
them referral services to providers.

Boyup Brook Rallies Behind Peyton 

On Sunday, November 16, a strong contingent of Boyup Brook 
locals gathered at Sir James Mitchell Park in Perth for the 
annual 5km Walk4BrainCancer, coming together to support 
Peyton and the Flanner family. 
 

Walk4BrainCancer brings together thousands of Australians 
each year to raise critical funds for brain cancer research, 
advocacy and awareness. 
 

For Kym Flanner and her family, this yearôs event was deeply 
personal. ñIt was an amazing morning spent with beautiful 
people and in magic weather, walking along the Swan River,ò 
she said. ñEven though emotions were high, the atmosphere 
was brilliant.ò 
 

The Boyup Brook communityôs generosity was overwhelming, 
with 28 registered team members and 39 walkers attending. 
Others joined from afar, cheering from home, work or via video 
call. 

Thanks to this support, the Foxtrot Unicorn Charlie Kilo Cancer 
team became the highest fundraisers in Western Australia, and 
Kym the top individual fundraiser. ñI never could have imagined 
we would gain such momentum,ò she said. ñTogether we made 
such a difference - $23,300 and still rising!ò 
 

Many walkers wore purple shirts, tutus and carried balloons, 
creating what Kym described as ña sea of purple topped off with 
happy faces.ò One of the most moving moments came at the 
start line: ñThe guard of honour for Peyton was the absolute 
best.ò 
 

Kym also paid tribute to the young friends who supported 
Peyton throughout her treatment. ñOur unsung heroes were the 
ótutu brigadeô - the incredible kids who have stuck by Peyton 
through everything. Children aged 4 to 14 walked the full 5km.ò 
 

Peyton was due to begin a new clinical trial in August but was 
heartbreakingly ruled out only weeks beforehand. The trial 
alone was valued at $400,000 - a reminder, Kym said, of how 
vital fundraising is for brain cancer research. 
 

With the foundationôs goal set at $1.6 million, Kym encouraged 
people to donate even a small amount. ñEvery single dollar 
makes a difference,ò she said. ñWalks like these are so 
important to raise awareness and funds for a cancer that is very 
under-funded.ò 
 

She expressed her deepest thanks to everyone who supported, 
walked, donated or cheered: ñThank you for making this such a 
special walk.ò

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A Rodeo Like No Other 
ñItôs the infrastructure here and the 20 odd years of his blood 
sweat and tears, is what makes this whole event. My job is 
easy, because of the infrastructure - Iôm like walking into the Taj 
Mahal of rodeos,ò said Mark.  
 

He also believes the reason Boyup Brook draws such 
consistent crowds is the full experience: on-site camping, food 
trucks, two nights of live music, family-friendly areas, and the 
non-stop action of the rodeo itself.  
 

The Harvey Dickson Rodeo attracts competitors from all over 
Australia, who come to test their skills in the high-energy arena. 
Riders feed off the enthusiasm of the crowd, which has grown 
increasingly vocal in recent years.  
 

ñRight now, itôs cool to be country,ò said Mark, who attended his 
first rodeo in 1977 and has been involved on the circuit since he 
was 28. But for him, contributing to the grassroots of the sport is 
what matters most, with DBE running programs for youth and 
Indigenous Australians, offering rodeo schools, and helping 
fund international opportunities. 
 

Another benefit of the Boyup Brook rodeo is the lift it gives the 
local economy through Containers for Change, and for the IGA, 
cafés and service stations.  
 

Harveyôs guiding philosophy, ñbe good and good will come,ò has 
carried him through a remarkable journey. His vision of 
comperes calling out the buckjumpers and Johnny Cash playing 
across the arena remains one of the defining moments of his 
life. His ideas for growth are endless, from hosting a symphony 
orchestra in the arena to seeing a movie filmed on the property. 
 

And, of course, Harveyôs stories never fail to entertain. Heôll 
often joke that if you drill straight down in the middle of the 
arena, youôll end up in Elvis Presleyôs backyard ï a reminder 
that this rodeo is as full of charm and character as the man 
behind it. 
 

As Harvey puts it, you need to come and see the rodeo to truly 
feel what itôs all about, and he encourages locals to come along, 
get involved, and be part of it.  
 

The Harvey Dickson Rodeo is more than just a weekend event; 
itôs a testament to vision, community, and passion ï a rodeo like 
no other. 

Octoberôs Harvey Dickson Rodeo was a sell-out, with an electric 
crowd soaking up the one-of-a-kind arena and a full package of 
country entertainment. 
 

With a capacity of 5,000, many of them camping at Harveyôs 
farm, the now biannual event delivers an action-packed 
weekend at whatôs arguably the stateôs best rodeo venue.  
 

The latest rodeo took place just as a century-old pear tree on 
Harveyôs property was in full blossom, a stunning reminder of 
the orchard that once stood there. When the orchard was no 
longer viable back in the eighties, Harvey removed most of it, 
but the pear tree remained - a living memory of where it all 
began. 
 

Harveyôs idea of a rodeo in the middle of the orchard first came 
to him in a vivid vision at age 26. But the dream was decades in 
the making, taking time, passion, and goodwill to bring to life. 
Soon after removing the orchard, the rodeo idea returned, and 
Harvey knew it was time to start pegging it out.  
 

He believes this rodeo was meant to be, inspired by his vision, 
and guided by the kindness of those around him, who helped 
cart logs, cut wood, and more, generously contributing their 
time, effort, and skillsets.  
 

His late wife, Rose, played a vital role in supporting his dream, 
working tirelessly while Harvey focused on building the rodeo 
for many years.  
 

Whilst country music concerts had long been a staple at 
Harveyôs property since 1969, it wasnôt until 2002 that the first 
rodeo took place, with roughly 3,000 people in attendance.  
 

Harvey believes every rodeo has grown bigger and better, only 
missing one October event when Rose passed away in 2017, 
and one Easter rodeo during COVID.  
 

Roseôs passing was another time when Harvey was reminded 
how special the Boyup Brook rodeo is. Rose was not only the 
co-founder of the event but also the behind-the-scenes 
organiser, and Harvey could not carry on with the rodeo without 
her. 
 

Since then, Mark Kestel and the team at Double Barrel 
Entertainment (DBE) have stepped in, taking on the 
organisation of the event. DBE now run multiple rodeos around 
the state, but Mark said itôs Harveyôs purpose-built arena that 
sets this one apart.

Drone Technology Takes Flight at BBDHS 
We are thrilled to share that BBDHS has launched a new Drone 
Technology Program thanks to a $6,000 grant from the Australian 
Defence Force. This funding has allowed the school to purchase 
seven small DJI Neo drones and a DJI AIR 3 - all state-of-the-art 
examples of autonomous and remotely piloted aircraft. 
 

Before flying, our Year 7 and 8 STEM students completed 
learning modules on aeronautical rules, safety, ethics, and drone 
controls. The small Neos, now brightly painted and named by 
students, have been a hit during race circuits and autonomous 
flight challenges. Meanwhile, the AIR 3 has already captured 
stunning aerial footage of our developing school farm and the 
school grounds, with plans to film major school events and 
support accurate site mapping. 
 

This program introduces students to one of the worldôs fastest-
growing industries, with drones now used widely in agriculture, 
mining, delivery services, emergency response, infrastructure 
inspection, research, sports, entertainment, and defence. We are 
excited to open future pathways for our students in this dynamic 
field.

Our school farm continues to flourish thanks to the hard work of 
students, staff, parents, and generous community members.

These experiences 
are building valuable real-life skills.
