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More Railway Memories with Ken Sprigg

Our home was about a kilometre from the former Asplin Siding. Dad used the siding quite a lot, especiallitsaasumme
son. He sent fruit to places as far away as Geraldton (to Sydney Fong Grocen) his bhulsimsulilied theaed ta gro-
cer in Gnowangerup.

Our fruit sorting and packing place was an old house turned packing shed, built around 1900 from homemauale brick
in the ground about 100m from the house.
