The 2026 Boyup Brook Art Awards were held over four days, 
from February 12-15, coinciding with the Country Music Muster 
and celebrating all things art, colour, and creativity.  
 

The event featured 65 artists from across the Southwest, as 
well as a handful from Perth suburbs. They exhibited 199 pieces 
across five categories, showcasing a range of mediums 
including watercolour, acrylic, oil, pastel, mixed media, fibre art, 
sculpture, and metalwork. 
 

Artist and local art teacher, Bev Bagby took on the judging 
challenge for the second consecutive year, and it didnôt get any 
easier this time around. Multiple visits to the exhibition over 
three days were required for Bev to finalise the winners list, with 
the Talison Lithium Open Prize going to a Boyup Brook local 
artist Nikki Powell (Bestwick).  
 

Her piece Louôs Biomech Repairs was a 3D Sculpture offering, 
ñA clever, well planned and executed work which uses all the 
elements - design technique, composition, technical skill and 
creative flair,ò said Bev.  
 

Overall, 12 different artists took monetary awards home, and an 
impressive 33 pieces sold during the exhibition.  
 

Other local winners included Jemma Dale, who was awarded 
the Young Artist (Under 21) Award for her piece The Art Studio;

A Legacy in Wildlife, Community and Country Music  
The Country Music Club of Boyup Brook honours the life and 
legacy of Carol Lander, a woman whose quiet dedication, 
generous spirit and unwavering commitment left a lasting mark 
on wildlife conservation, emergency services and the country 
music community she loved so deeply. 
 

Across Western Australia, Carol was best known as the heart 
behind Roo Gully Wildlife Sanctuary. With compassion and 
tireless determination, she devoted her life to rescuing and 
rehabilitating injured and orphaned wildlife, giving countless 
animals a second chance. Her work was never about 
recognition, but about care, advocacy and respect for every 
creature entrusted to her. 
 

Carolôs dedication to community extended beyond wildlife. She 
was also actively involved with St John Ambulance, contributing 
her time and skills in service to others. Whether supporting 
emergency response efforts or volunteering at events, Carol 
exemplified quiet leadership and a willingness to step forward 
when help was needed. 
 

Here in Boyup Brook, Carol became a deeply valued member of 
our country music family. For many years, she stood behind the 
lens at the Boyup Brook Country Music Festival, capturing not 
only performances but the spirit of the event - the friendships, 
the laughter, the emerging talent and the sense of belonging 
that defines our Muster.  

Thanks to Carol, moments that might otherwise have faded 
remain part of our shared history. 
 

She also played a significant role in the West Australian Country 
Music Awards, contributing countless volunteer hours as a long-
time coordinator. Much of her work happened behind the 
scenes, supporting artists and assisting organisers to ensure 
the awards continued to celebrate and nurture country music 
across the state. Her steady, reliable contribution helped 
creative communities thrive. 
 

In recognition of her dedication, Carol was awarded Life 
Membership of the Country Music Club of Boyup Brook in 2020 
- an honour reflecting the deep respect in which she was held. 
 

Carol never sought the spotlight for herself; she helped create it 
for others.

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Year of the Horse 
 

2026 is the Chinese Year of the Horse. Let us think about the 
part horses have played in human partnership over thousands 
of years.  
 

Horses were a main form of transport for armed forces and 
equipment up to World War II. Slow horses have relieved 
gamblers of their money. 
 

For centuries, horses have pulled horse drawn implements to 
produce food. About 100 years ago, farmers began buying 
tractors but many retained their horses. This was a wise move 
because during WWII, fuel rations restricted use of tractors. 
Draught horses and the suitable implements were continued to 
be used for food production 
 

As late as the 1950s, horses were a common sight along the 
streets of Perth, pulling milk carts, bread carts and fruit-
vegetable sales carts. 
 

Horses are still an important part of our Police Force. 
 

I sadly recall attending an Elders Horse Sale in Subiaco in the 
early 1950s where magnificent Clydesdale and Shire horses 
were being sold to the pet meat trade. 
 

At that time, on horseback, I used to drive 80 head of dairy 
cattle along Scarborough Beach Road. No traffic lights then. I 
wonder how I would control the cattle to obey the traffic lights.

2026 Fox Shoot Results 
 

The Boyup Brook Community Fox Shoot is a part of the Red 
Card for community-based feral animal management program, 
helping to sustain our native wildlife. This yearôs event saw 20 
teams with 80 participants helping to eradicate 261 foxes, 17 
cats, 12 pigs, and 96 rabbits. 
 

The winning team was once again McAlindan Death Squad, 
scoring 294 points from 30 foxes, three cats, eight pigs, and 17 
rabbits. Second place went to Shawys with 252 from 40 foxes, 
four cats, and six rabbits, and third place went to Feral Logic 
with 237 points from 43 foxes, two cats, and one rabbit. Thank 
you to everyone who participated.

 Fire risks from welding, grinding and outdoor hot works 
¶ Sparks from welding, grinding, or cutting can ignite dry 

grass, leaf litter, or nearby materials within seconds. 
¶ Avoid undertaking hot works on days with High Fire 

Danger Ratings or above. 
¶ Always clear the area of flammable materials before 

starting work. 
¶ Keep firefighting equipment close by. A hose, extinguisher 

or water source can stop a small spark becoming a fire. 
¶ Stay at least 30 minutes after finishing to check for hidden 

smoldering spots. 
¶ If the weather becomes hot, windy, or dry, postpone your 

work. Conditions can change rapidly. 
  
DFES permits and safety guidelines 
¶ Some hot works require a permit depending on the 

location, time of year and local fire conditions. 
¶ Check DFES and local government guidelines before 

starting any hot work outdoors. 
¶ Ensure everyone on site understands the conditions of the 

permit, including supervision, spark control, and 
suppression equipment. 

¶ On a Total Fire Ban Day, it is illegal to light an open-air fire 
or conduct any activity that could start a fire.  For a full list 
of prohibited activities, visit the DFES website: 
dfes.wa.gov.au/hazard-information/bushfire/total-fire-
ban#faqs 

Safe use of power tools and lithium-ion batteries. 
LithiumȤion batteries are increasingly linked to house and shed 
fires. 
¶ Always use the charger supplied with the device. 
¶ Charge batteries on hard, nonȤflammable surfaces, away 

from sleeping areas. 
¶ Replace damaged, swollen, or overheating batteries 

immediately. 
¶ Donôt leave tools or batteries in hot vehicles or direct 

sunlight. 
¶ Store batteries away from flammable liquids and materials. 

 

Letõs take action this month! 
Stay aware: Check Fire Danger Ratings daily 
through Emergency WA. 
 

Use tools safely: Choose cooler times of day for outdoor work 
and avoid highȤrisk weather. 
 

Refresh your plan: Does your household know what to do if a 
fire starts while youôre working outside?

Juan grew up in Puerto Rico, the son of a sugarcane plantation 
foreman. One of a family of eight, he lived in a three-room 
shack with a dirt floor and no toilet. His first job, at age six, was 
driving oxen to plow the cane fields. He worked eight hours a 
day and earned one dollar. Juan said it was in the cane fields 
that he learned important lessons like being on time, working 
hard, and being loyal and respectful to your employers. His job 
and small income were a great source of self-esteem.  
 

At age seven he got a job at a golf course spotting balls for 
golfers, and he began to dream of playing golf and earning 
enough money to buy a bicycle. The more he dreamed, the 
more he thought, ñWhy not?ò He made a golf club out of a 
guava limb and a piece of pipe, then hammered an empty tin 
can into a ball. Next, he dug two small holes in the ground and 
hit the ball back and forth between them. He practiced his ñgolfò 
with the same intensity he put into his job in the cane field, and 
he got good - very good.  
 

In his thirty-one years as a pro golfer, Juan ñChi Chiò Rodr²guez 
won eight PGA tour events and twenty-four major tournaments, 
and he was the first Puerto Rican to be inducted into the World 
Golf Hall of Fame.  
 

What can we learn from him? Two things:  
1. Be willing to start small. The Bible says, ñDo not 
despiseésmall beginnings.ò  

2. Be willing to think big. Because you serve a big God 
(See Ephesians 3:20).
