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ANZAC Day Commemoration 
The Boyup Brook community gathered on Saturday, April 25 to mark ANZAC Day, 
honouring the service and sacrifice of Australians and New Zealanders past and 
present. 
 

Commemorations began with the Dawn Service at the War Memorial on Abel Street, 
led by RSL Sub-Branch President Colin Hales, and was followed by a traditional 
Gunfire Breakfast.  
 

The Main Service commenced with the ANZAC Parade at 10:45am in fine autumn 
weather, led by riding member of the Australian Light Horse Association, Shelley Chick, 
and Senior Constable Sarah Cole, on horses Blaze and Maverick.  
 

In an address to attendees, newly promoted Assistant Commander WA Australian 
Army Cadets, Lieutenant Colonel (AAC) Angela Hales, reflected on the enduring legacy 
of the ANZACs, tracing its origins to the Gallipoli campaign in World War I. She spoke 
of the courage, endurance and mateship forged under extreme conditions - values 
which continue to shape the nation today. 
 

LTCOL(AAC) Hales pointed to the role of the Australian Army Cadets in instilling these 
values in young people, describing the Cadet program as a foundation for building 
resilience, leadership and community-minded citizens.  
 

With hundreds of cadets supporting services across Western Australia, she said their 
involvement represented more than ceremony, and is a commitment to carrying 
forward the memory and meaning of service.  

During his address, Colin Hales also 
reflected on the story of Trooper Louis 
Klopper and Corporal Clarence Shepherd 
of the 10th Light Horse, who enlisted 
together from Boyup Brook and later fell 
together at Gallipoli, embodying the spirit of 
mateship. 
 

The service concluded with a well-timed 
flypast by a Royal Australian Air Force 
Pilatus PC-21 aircraft. 
 

There was also a 1pm service at the Boyup 
Brook Soldiers Memorial Hospital, with 
Shelley and Sarah again in attendance with 
their horses.

Boyup Brook District High School has made a strong start to 
Term 2, with students and staff returning with focus, energy, 
and a clear commitment to learning. Classrooms have quickly 
settled into productive routines, with students demonstrating a 
positive attitude as they continue to build on their progress from 
earlier in the year. 
 

We finished Term 1 on a high, celebrating our students with a 
fantastic, fun-filled PBS Reward Day. Students who earned 30 
or more PBS points through consistently demonstrating our 
school values of Respect, Resilience and Striving for Success 
were recognised for their efforts - an outstanding achievement.  
 

The day was full of energy and excitement, featuring a water 
slide, party games, a collaborative art activity, a game of tails, 
and a highlight for many - a sponge fight with the Principal, 
which certainly saw plenty of laughter and a very wet finish. 
Students who reached an impressive 50 or more points were 
also treated to a special spaghetti bolognaise lunch, prepared 
by our dedicated Education Assistants and Home Economics 
staff.  
 

The day concluded with a well-earned ice-cream, providing a 
fitting celebration of student effort and positive behaviour. A 
sincere thank you goes to Mr Ridley for his organisation in 
making the day such a success. 
 

We are pleased to welcome Laura Ferretti to our school 
community as the Year 1/2 classroom teacher for the remainder 
of the year. Laura had already spent time in the classroom, 
ensuring a smooth transition for students, and brings valuable 
experience to our early years setting. 
 

A key focus for our school continues to be our involvement in 
the Fogarty EDvance School Improvement Program. We are 
extremely grateful to Talison Lithium for their ongoing support, 
which has enabled us to continue this important work into its 
second year. 
 

In our first year of the EDvance program, our focus was on 
building strong foundations. This included developing clarity 
around our direction as a school, strengthening alignment 
across our staff, and establishing consistent systems and 
processes to support teaching, leadership, and student learning. 
This work has provided us with a clear framework and shared 
language to guide improvement across the school. 

As we move into Year 2 of the program, our focus 
has shifted to disciplined implementation. This 
means embedding the practices we have 
established, ensuring consistency across all classrooms, and 
closely monitoring the impact of our work on student outcomes. 
There is a strong emphasis on using data to inform our 
decisions, refining our teaching practices, and continuing to 
build leadership capability across the school. 
 

This sustained focus on improvement is reflected in our most 
recent Organisational Health Index (OHI) results, where the 
school achieved an outstanding score of 89, placing us in the 
top decile. This result highlights the strength of our school 
culture, the collective commitment of our staff, and the positive 
environment we are continuing to build for both students and 
staff. 
 

This work is already evident in classrooms, with a clear focus 
on high-impact, evidence-based teaching practices. Students 
are benefiting from structured lessons, clear learning intentions, 
and ongoing feedback, all designed to support their growth and 
achievement. 
 

Beyond the classroom, our Breakfast Club continues to provide 
a positive start to the day for students, supported by generous 
community contributions. Our school farm program is also 
continuing to grow, offering students valuable hands-on learning 
opportunities that connect directly with our local context and 
future pathways. 
 

At Boyup Brook District High School, our focus remains clear: 
empowering students, growing community, and shaping futures. 
We look forward to building on this momentum throughout the 
term and thank our families, staff, and community for their 
ongoing support.

Museum Update  
 

The old windmill in the corner of the Boyup Brook District 
Pioneers Museum has received a much needed birthday. With 
the assistance of the staff from the Museum, Bruce Carlson 
from Bridgetown Windmills has donated his time and expertise 
to recondition the old treasure. All the members of the museum 
committee are very grateful to Bruce for his generosity and 
efforts. 
 

Bruce very kindly provided the following information: 
The Museum's windmill is an 8 foot Metters KH701 model. 8 
foot being the diameter of the windwheel. KH puts the 
manufacturing date somewhere between 1940 and 1958. 
 

Despite the windmill being 70ish years old, the only work 
needed was to replace the 'white metal bearings'. White metal is 
an alloy made up of lead, tin, and antimony. ñUsually, when we 
think of bearings, we think of a ball bearing race, however, a 
windmill bearing is a bush - a sleeve for the shaft to turn inside,ò 
Bruce said. 
 

The new bearings came from South Australia. ñWhile 
Bridgetown Windmills make bearings for Southern Cross, and 
Metters and Yellowtail M series windmills, we don't make them 
for the K Series at this time,ò he said. 
 

The windmill was originally donated to the museum by Reg 
Shepherdson in 1991. Regôs father Edgar, who was one of the 
owners and manager of the Adelaide Timber Co Mill at Wilga, 
was responsible for purchasing and installing the windmill. It 
pumped water from a well in an adjoining block to the 
Managerôs residence. 
 

Once Bruceôs work was completed, Gordon Doust spent many 
hours connecting the windmill to the new water tank, which was 
also donated by Reg. Thanks to Bruce and Gordonôs efforts, we 
now have a fully functional display, and visitors can see just 
how a windmill works. 
 

Take special notice as you drive past the museum, or better 
still, come in for a closer look.

St John Ambulance (WA) provide and support the installation of 
Automated External Defibrillators (AED ) across the state. The 
Boyup Brook St John Ambulance Sub-Centre fund the 
installation and maintenance of defibrillators within the shire at 
22 locations in and out of town. They are inspected regularly to 
ensure they are always ready if needed.  
 

St John Ambulance strongly encourage everyone to install the 
First Responder App that is available free for Apple and 
Android. The app provides live maps for all defibs across the 
state, and also in the case of needing to call 000, the app 
provides a call button that will allow it to automatically locate 
you and share your location with the emergency call operator, 
taking the guess-work out of describing where you need the 
emergency responders to attend. This could shave vital minutes 
off life-saving attendance.

Severe weather can be tough on homes and buildings, 
especially if thereôs already damage or outstanding 
maintenance. 
¶ Secure or store loose outdoor items such as trampolines, 

furniture, pot plants and bins 
¶ Clear gutters, downpipes and drains so water can flow away 

from buildings 
¶ Check roof for existing damage, including cracked or loose 

roof tiles, damaged grout or ridge capping, loose tech 
screws and signs of rust 

¶ Repair minor issues early, as these are common causes of 
water entry and lead to numerous SES callȤouts during 
severe weather 

¶ Trim overhanging branches where it is safe to do so 
¶ In coastal areas, consider how storm surge and waves can 

affect properties, access routes in lowȤlying areas 
 

Put safety first 
Severe weather hazards, including flooding and storm surge, 
can develop quickly and create dangerous conditions. 
During severe weather: 
¶ Having an up to date emergency kit can better prepare your 

household for all hazards. Everyone in your household 
should know where the emergency kit is and be able to 
reach it. 

¶ Stay indoors and away from windows where possible 
¶ Avoid driving unless necessary, particularly during storms, 

heavy rain or flooding 
¶ Remember that flooding can occur even if it has not been 

raining in your area, as floodwaters can travel downstream 
from nearby catchments 

¶ Never drive through floodwater, even shallow water can be 
fastȤmoving and unpredictable 

¶ If you need to stop when driving, due to bad conditions, 
move off the road where safe to do so and use hazard lights 
only when stopped 

¶ Keep clear of fallen trees, coastal hazards and powerlines, 
and follow advice from emergency services 

Stay informed 
Warnings may be issued for storms, flooding or storm surge, 
sometimes before impacts are seen locally. 
¶ Check Emergency WA for current alerts and warnings 
¶ Monitor local weather forecasts and conditions 
¶ Be prepared to change plans early, particularly if you are 

travelling through floodȤprone or coastal areas 
¶ Emergency WA is the official source of emergency 

information for Western Australia and is available via the 
website and mobile app. 

 

¶ Letõs take action this month 
¶ Create your Emergency Plan in the Emergency WA app and 

turn on Natural Hazard alerts so you are notified if a warning 
is issued for your area 

¶ Inspect and maintain your property, including roofs, drainage 
and outdoor areas 

¶ Understand that flooding can occur downstream, even 
without local rainfall 

¶ Avoid unnecessary travel, especially on floodȤaffected or 
coastal roads 

¶ Adjust plans early when warnings are issued 
 

Sharing these actions throughout the month can help reduce 
avoidable damage, prevent injuries and support safer outcomes 
during severe weather.
