LiveLighter Recipe - Banana Parcels 

Ingredients 
¶ 4 ripe bananas, peeled and sliced in half lengthways 
¶ Pulp of 1 large passionfruit 
¶ 4 large strawberries 
¶ 1/2 cup low-fat natural yoghurt 
¶ Rind of half an orange 

 

Method 
1. Preheat barbecue. 
2. Take 4 squares of aluminium foil and fold each to make 

double thickness. Place banana in centre and sprinkle with 
half of passionfruit pulp. 

3. Turn in the edges of foil to enclose banana. 
4. Place on barbecue and cook for 5 minutes. 
5. Remove to serving plate. Open up parcel, slice a strawberry 

on top of each parcel. Top with remaining passionfruit. 
6. In the small bowl mix yoghurt and orange rind and serve 

with parcel.

Cancer Council - Listen to Your Lungs  

Know the Symptoms of Lung Cancer  
Cancer Council WA is using Novemberôs Lung Cancer 
Awareness Month to remind people in the (insert region) region 
of the symptoms of lung cancer and what to do if they notice 
any unusual changes to their bodies.  
 

In 2021 in the South West region, 87 people were diagnosed 
with lung cancer, and 60 died from it.  
 

It is important to visit your doctor, clinic nurse or Aboriginal 
health worker right away if you experience any symptoms such 
as:  
o Coughing or spitting up blood (once or more)  

Or, for more than four weeks:  
o A new cough or change to your usual cough  
o A lot of chest infections  
o Finding it hard to breathe  
o Losing weight without trying  
o Not feeling hungry  
o Pain in your chest and/or shoulder  
o Feeling tired or lacking energy  
o Changes to your voice, e.g. hoarseness or croaky voice  

 

If you have any of the symptoms, it doesn't mean you've got 
cancer - often, it turns out to be something less serious. You 
can give yourself the best chance to find cancer early, by going 
to see a doctor, clinic nurse or Aboriginal health worker straight 
away if you have symptoms, so that treatment is easier, and 
you can be around longer to do the things you love doing with 
the people you love.

Bushfire Preparedness 
Bushfires can strike with little warning. Planning ahead is the 
best way to protect your life and property. What you need to 
know: 
¶ Bushfire risk increases during hot, dry, and windy conditions. 
¶ Fires can start and spread quickly so having a plan is critical. 

  
What you can do to stay safe: 
¶ You can create a plan at mybushfireplan.wa.gov.au/ - 

download a copy of your plan for safekeeping and upload it 
to the ódocumentsô section in the Emergency WA app. You 
can log in to My Bushfire Plan at any time between now and 
the end of March 2026 to access your plan and download a 
copy. 

 

¶ You can also use a hard copy Bushfire Preparation Toolkit to 
make your bushfire plan. Toolkits are available at the Boyup 
Brook Community Resource Centre or can be ordered 
at publications.dfes.wa.gov.au/order-publications. 

 

¶ Prepare your property by: 

o Clearing dry vegetation and leaf litter. 

o Cleaning gutters and removing flammable materials. 

o Ensuring hoses can reach all parts of your home. 
 

¶ Know your local fire danger rating and check Emergency 
WA daily (www.emergency.wa.gov.au/) 

 

¶ Avoid activities that could start a fire on high-risk days (e.g., 
using power tools or open flames). 

 

¶ Identify your trigger to leave early and know your evacuation 
routes. 

 

¶ DFES is launching a new multi-hazard emergency planning 
tool within the Emergency WA app and website to help 
Western Australians prepare for emergencies. Youôll be able 
to create a single plan for bushfire, flood, storm and cyclone.
